What Are Friends for?

     Recent research has shown that at any one time in our lives we have around 30 friends, six of whom we think of a close. Over a lifetime we will make almost 400 friends, but we will keep in touch with fewer than 10% of them. Almost 60% of us claim that our friendships are more important to us than career, money or family. I make new friends easily. I love getting to know people but I must admit that I also tend to drop friends quite easily. For me, it’s very important to have balance it a friendship. I don’t like it when friends expect too much from me. That’s when I think enough is enough – time to move on.

Evan, an accountant in his 40s.

My friends are the people who know the real me, they know what makes me tick, and what makes me laugh. I think it’s also got a lot to do with shared history. You feel a special bond with people who have watched you go through important life changes – relationship, jobs, children. I also think shared tastes play a vital role.      My grandfather was born in a working class family and many people of that time preferred to send their children to private schools to gather the best education money can buy. The best school for boys in that part of the country was Harrow, so my grandfather’s parents decided to put him to that school. The pupils there really had to train and so team spirit and team games were more important than knowledge. If you were good at games you were considered to be one of the heroes of the school and if you were good at work the chances were that you were laughed at as a swat or somebody who worked hard or studied hard. That was not thought to do with “a real gentleman”. So such individual games as tennis or golf were not popular there and you were not encouraged to play them. Otherwise you were more encouraged to play football, cricket and so on. Because the school required a team method and you were a part of a team, rather than an individual. And my grandfather often tells me that schools of his time raised team players, not individuals. At that time you learned to accept the certain standards. The pupils in the school never showed pain, for example, or discomfort. And schools of that day weren’t so comfortable places as they are now. You had to be a man and people abroad thought that an English gentleman was someone who is clean, tough and hard. My grandfather said that it was far from the truth. They washed about once a week. In winter they didn’t use to wear an overcoat as it was a mark of a gentleman as well that he was tough and hard. So in winter they wear several pullovers and nothing else even if the temperature dropped below zero.
